Holy Hour for Vocations  
April 21st at 3pm 

In recent years, the number of priests being ordained, and those entering the 
religious life have decreased.  There has never been a greater need for vibrant, 

holy and dedicated, priest and religious to serve our Church.  

On Sunday, April 21st, we will celebrate a Holy Hour for Vocations at 3 PM in the church.  That Sunday, 
the fourth Sunday of Easter is known as Vocation Sunday or Good Shepherd Sunday, and is marked as the 
World Day of Prayer for Vocations.   

The purpose of this day is to fulfill Jesus’ instruction to “Pray the Lord of the harvest to send laborers into 
his harvest“ (Matthew 9:38).
